We alight at Skyrail’s two rainforest mid-stations, Red Peak and Barron Falls and explore this amazing
environment from the forest floor on boardwalks, scenic look-outs and the state-of-the-art Rainforest Interpretation
Centre. We complete our journey at the Caravonica Station and make our way back to our accommodation. Dinner
will be of your own choice or with your Cairns Club Members.

We stop and purchase lunch then continue to Cape
Tribulation where the tropical forest meets the sea and take a stroll along one of the pristine beaches and bathe
in its’ beauty as well as the crystal clear waters! We head south again to the Daintree River where we board our
Wildlife Cruise along the mangrove lined river system which is home to a huge array of tropical birds, pythons, fish
and crocodiles.
